On Thursday November 8, 2012 in Brockville Ontario at 41 Courthouse Square beginning at 
11:00 am members of Canada Court Watch and others will be engaging in a lawful and peaceful public protest in regards to sharing information and raising awareness with the public about: 

1. The need for Legislative changes to the Ombudsman Act and the critical (desperate?) need for Ombudsman Oversight of the private corporation Children’s Aid Societies (CAS) in Ontario: http://www.e-laws.gov.on.ca/html/statutes/english/elaws_statutes_90o06_e.htm
2. Public inquiry type of examinations of the government of Ontario’s child protection system which pit children and their families into adversarial litigation and proceedings against powerful organizations such as the Ministry of Children and Youth Services (MCYS), the CASs, the Police Services, the Ministry of the Attorney General’s Office of the Children’s Lawyer, Legal Aid Ontario, the Ontario College of Social Workers and Social Service Workers, the Colleges for the psychologists and psychiatrists who are, via taxpayer dollars, handsomely paid by the CASs to write those family hating Parenting Capacity Assessments and the Courts and Judges of Ontario. It’s not a fair fight, not by a longshot.
We could name other taxpayer funded organizations such as the Ontario Judicial Counsel which are lacking of Oversight, Transparency and Accountability but we’ll stop there (psst: the Ontario Judicial Counsel, which ummm “hears” complaints against provincial court judges, is officed right next door to the same downtown Toronto office of the Chief Justice of the Courts of Ontario, Madam Justice Bonkalo…isn’t that cozy? Kind of like Judges of Courts of Ontario sitting on the CASs’ Boards while simultaneously ummm “hearing” ummm “child protection” litigation).
And then there is the issue of former CAS lawyers who are now judges who continue to ummm “adjudicate” CAS initiated and pursued “child protection” litigation…Judges Blishen, Hatton, Katarynch, McSorley, Hunter,…but we’ll leave that examination for another day.
3. Legislative changes we are pursuing to the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FIPPA) which, if successful, will result in first the Courts of Ontario and eventually the CASs being added to the current list of 157 province of Ontario “institutions” which are obligated to respond to freedom of information requests:

Did you know that the courts of Ontario pay judges to participate in various types of “Working Groups” such as “the Child Protection Working Group” and that these Working Groups, such as the Family Law Rules Committee, do not allow for participation from the public?

Membership: The committee is composed of, (a) the Chief Justice and Associate Chief Justice of Ontario; (b) the Chief Justice and the Associate Chief Justice of the Superior Court of Justice; (c) the Senior Judge of the Family Court; (d) the Chief Justice of the Ontario Court of Justice or, at his or her designation, an associate chief justice; (e) one judge of the Court of Appeal, who shall be appointed by the Chief Justice of Ontario; (f) four judges of the Superior Court of Justice appointed by the Chief Justice of the Superior Court of Justice, at least two of whom shall be judges of the Family Court referred to in clause 21.2(1)(d) or (e); (g) two judges of the Ontario Court of Justice, who shall be appointed by the Chief Justice of the Ontario Court of Justice; (h) the Attorney General or a person designated by the Attorney General; (i) one law officer of the Crown, who shall be appointed by the Attorney General; (j) two persons employed in the administration of the courts, who shall be appointed by the Attorney General; (k) four lawyers, who shall be appointed by The Law Society of Upper Canada; (l) four lawyers, who shall be appointed by the Chief Justice of the Superior Court of Justice; and (m) two lawyers, who shall be appointed by the Chief Justice of the Ontario Court of Justice. The Chief Justice of Ontario or a designee of the Chief Justice presides over the committee.
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These insider only Courts of Ontario Working Groups and Committees control our family and child protection courts, rules and have a severe impact on the actually laws as well.

Currently within the government of Ontario’s family court and child protection systems neither the Courts of Ontario nor the CASs are obligated to respond to freedom of information requests.

We want to change that.
